Total Electric AC & Heating 

vs.  a Heat Pump System 

 If you are the owner of a Total Electric home and find that it’s time 
to replace your Air Conditioning & Heating system, then you 
should definitely consider a Trane Heat Pump System.

One of the most 
important things you can do before it turns hot, is to have us come out and 
do an annual check up of your system.  This includes being sure the 
refrigerant level is correct (if not, you have a leak), cleaning the dirt and 
dust off the condenser unit, being sure the drain lines are clear and 
inspecting all the inside and outdoor parts of the system.  In many cases, 
this spring maintenance will prevent some problems from occurring in the 
up coming months, or identify them now so you can either repair or replace 
the system before it gets too hot.
